Wow – what a half term! It’s very rare to 
have a term in school that runs for eight 
weeks but our children have amazed us by 
coming back from their summer holidays 
and working hard right until the end of 
October. A special mention is needed for 
our Reception class during their first term at 
‘big school’ – our newest, youngest children 
are an absolute delight and have settled 
into life at Bowling Green exceptionally well 
beginning their topic ‘Who am I?’, exploring 
their new-and-improved outdoor area and 
confidently starting their phonics lessons. 

Children’s learning across the whole 
curriculum has been impressive this half 
term. In Year 1, our children have been 
learning about their senses in science and 
they have really impressed all our adults in 
school with superb scientific vocabulary, 
including in their Doctors’ Surgery role play 
area. In Year 2, our geographers have been 
exploring physical and human elements 
across the world’s seven continents.  In Year 
3, in RE, our children are learning about 
Judaism and invited a Jewish visitor into 
school to learn about Shabbat – they 
particularly enjoyed tasting the traditional 
challah bread! Year 4 have been using the 
excellent text ‘My name is not Refugee’ in 
their English lessons as a basis for drama 
and writing. In the PSHE lessons, our Year 5 
children have been learning about identity 
and belonging – many highlighted how 
proud they were to be a part of our Bowling 
Green community, which was lovely. Finally, 
in Year 6, our children have been describing 
what school is like in their French lessons – 
what their favourite subjects are and why.
